Process to Become Eligible for NCAA Intercollegiate Athletics
Step One

Take the SAT Exam - www.collegeboard.com
Send copy of SAT score to the Eligibility Center and the Universities’ the student is interested in attending.  This will be done on the day the student takes the exam.   Each school has a code and the Eligibility Center code is 9999.  The student will mark the appropriate codes the day of the exam. 
Time Frame – During Junior year of High School.   Student can take exam as many times as needed
Step Two

Register with the NCAA Eligibility Center.  The Eligibility Center is the one that determines if a student athlete is eligible to compete in Intercollegiate Athletics.

The web site will tell you the steps you need to take register with the Eligibility Center.  They are as follows.

Complete the registration form

Pay the fee

Send copy of SAT score to the Eligibility Center (done the day student takes SAT Exam 

Code is 9999)
Send official copy of high school transcripts to Eligibility Center directly from the school
Answer Amateurism Questions

Time Frame – During Junior and senior year of High School

Step 3

Take TOEFL Exam

Send copy of TOEFL Exam score to the Universities the student is interested in attending.  The TOEFL Exam Score is not sent to the Eligibility Center
Time Frame – During Junior or Senior Year of High School

Step 4

Complete process for admission at the University.  This will be different for each school.  

You will be able to find admission requirements on most schools web site.  You might want to look at Murray State’s web site www.murraystate.edu  to get an idea of the process.  

International Students have a different process than domestic students so make sure you look at International Admission requirements.
Time Frame – When student athlete decides which University he/she will attend
